What is Vocational Rehabilitation? 

Vocational Rehabilitation counselors have expertise in employment issues for people 
with disabilities. They can help identify potential challenges in the workplace including 
the appropriate methods for disclosure and accommodations if needed. They can help 
problem-solve based on individual job requirements and optionally, they may work with 
employers to help facilitate accommodations. They can also help clients to interview or 
find a new job. 
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
